Rationale

Keyboarding is a course designed to help students develop speed and accuracy by learning the touch operation of alphanumeric/keyboarding 

characters. Emphasis is placed on the following: mastery of the keyboard with desirable keyboarding techniques; development of speed and accuracy; 

and proper care of the equipment.  

Previous work in other content areas does not provide the focus on the fundamentals of specific keyboarding skills taught in this course. This subject 

area requires students to learn, demonstrate and produce standard professional document while learning and mastering touch-typing basics that are 

requisites for success in other areas of education, career and life. Since the majority of students have not developed these specific skills in any other 

course, their pre-test scores will undoubtedly be lower, however, based on historical data of other students who have taken this course, as well as the 

bar that is set for all students, I am confident students will 80% mastery above on the subject learning standards. This course is a prerequisite to the 

advanced courses in the department (i.e., Introduction to Business and E-commerce Scores Up) and provides a strong foundation to the life-long 

keyboarding and word processing concepts that are necessary for college and the workforce.
